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1 INTRODUCTION

The Impala Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) Policy focuses on the following issues:-

1.1 Ensuring that all our employees (this includes all contractors and sub-contractors) are protected from injury in their work environment.

1.2 Safeguarding the occupational health of employees from harmful health related exposures in the work environment.

1.3 Ensuring that employees are provided with a free issue of compulsory PPE at reasonable and specified intervals.

1.4 Provide for specialized clothing to be purchased at subsidized rates at intervals specified.

1.5 That training is given in the use and care of PPE and facilities are provided (where necessary) for the safe / hygienic storage of such PPE.

1.6 The conservation of PPE to the extent that unnecessary wastage and abuse is avoided.

1.7 All used PPE will be disposed of in accordance with the waste disposal procedure described in chapter eight of the mine standards and procedures. 

2 SELECTION CRITERIA FOR PPE

The selection criteria for PPE are based primarily on employee choice, provided that such choice is based on the following parameters:-

2.1 That selection is based on popular preference, ascertained by means of a census of at least 10% (ten percent) of employees using the item of PPE concerned.
2.2 As far as possible ensuring that choice is determined by showing different makes of the same item of PPE as supplied on contract.
2.3 Ensuring beforehand that all items are in accordance with specified contract criteria.
2.4 Allow other PPE suppliers not currently on contract, the opportunity of submitting items requiring census, providing that such items are not in excess of contract prices and conform to standard contract specifications.
2.5 Those items, as far as possible, are within the contract price ranges.
2.6 By accepting that cost is a major deciding factor, which could influence the final decision of the Mine Health and Safety Act 3.1 appointee or Impala Platinum Limited. 
2.7 Employees, (especially contractors and sub-contractors) may only use approved compulsory PPE.
2.8 Specialized items must be authorized by the manager or engineer by a signed requisition for each issue. 
3 RULES FOR THE ISSUE, WEAR AND CONTROL OF PPE

3.1 Signage

3.1.1 As far as practicable SANS or ISO listed signage will be used on Impala.
3.1.2 Posting specifications must be such that signage will be conspicuous, legible and at a position from the risk source that will allow ample warning in terms of type of PPE required, distance from source placed and action required by person entering area.
3.1.3 Applicable PPE symbolic signs and / or notices must be posted at the entry points to risk areas. Risk areas in this context refers to areas where conditions and work being done are such that there is a possibility of people sustaining injury or ill health due to :-
3.1.3.1 objects falling, rolling, moving, sliding
3.1.3.2 people losing balance, slipping, falling, colliding
3.1.3.3 people handling tools, equipment, material, rolling stock
3.1.3.4 people operating vehicles, machinery
3.1.3.5 working near / in / at heat, cold, liquid, gas, noise, dust, foreign bodies, stored energy
3.1.3.6 restricted clearance, nip points, sharp points and edges
3.1.3.7 unfamiliar areas or operating requirements
3.2 Wear
3.2.1 All employees and visitors must don all applicable PPE before passing the signs referred to in 3.1 above.
3.2.2 The applicable PPE may not be removed until the person is outside the risk area or if all the sources of risk in the area are removed. For example, if the only risk in an area is noise from a particular rockdrill and the drill is stopped, hearing protection may be removed but must be replaced before the machine is restarted. 
3.2.3 Operators must warn co-workers, visitors and bystanders in the immediate vicinity and affected area to don applicable PPE before conditions in terms of risk is changed. 
3.2.4 All PPE worn at Impala must conform to Impala Platinum Holdings Limited minimum specifications. Some items are brand specific or may not be the preferred item to wear by some individuals or groups of people for good reason, but, in such cases, please follow the mine standard procedure to effect change if necessary. See standards 01.01.01 and 01.01.02.
3.3 Issue and Replacement
3.3.1 All items of PPE, will as far as possible, be issued on an exchange basis.
3.3.2 The official responsible for the ordering of PPE will be responsible to examine the condition of the PPE and determine whether such PPE is still useable. The responsible official is not obliged to replace the PPE, because the specified re-issuing time period has elapsed. PPE should be re-issued provided the condition of PPE warrants replacement.
3.3.3 Specialized items of PPE will be handed back to the responsible official on expiry of contract or termination of services with the mine. Failure to do so will result in the employee carrying the replacement cost of such PPE.
3.3.4 Unless otherwise specified, compulsory PPE items will be issued free of charge at a frequency of 1 (one) issue per annum.
3.3.5 If any employee exceeds the stipulated number of issues: the following applies:
3.3.5.1 Justifiable accidental damage to item
- free re-issue
3.3.5.2 Excessive wear of item


- free re-issue
3.3.5.3 Willful damage to item


- liable for payment of full amount at personal cost
3.3.5.4 Loss / theft of item


- liable for payment of full amount at personal cost

3.4 Head Protection
3.4.1 All hard hats must have a GME HH28 approval mark stamped on it.
3.4.2 Safety representatives to wear pink hard hats only.
3.4.3 Shaft Sinkers and shaft bank workers will wear approved white “shaft sinkers” hard hat. Crew may only wear white hats. Persons giving signals to grab operator must wear easily distinguishable coloured hat other than white.
3.4.4 Development end RDO’s must wear wide brim hard hats.
3.5 Eye Protection (As Specified In Code)
3.5.1 Gauze (non-prescription) eye wear issue frequency: monthly
3.5.2 Plastic frame to be issued free of charge at a frequency of 1 (one) issue every 12 (twelve) months. 
3.5.3 Lenses to be issued free of charge at a frequency of 1 (one) issue every 6 (six) months. 
3.5.4 Prescription lenses to be issued on employee's request (for personal account).

3.6 Hearing Protection
3.6.1 Hearing protection will be worn in all areas where noise levels are above 85dB (A). 
3.6.2 Issue frequency of Noise Clipper: One issue per five (5) years. Temporary disposable ear plugs: Daily.
3.6.3 Damaged / lost units will be replaced after two years by Impala.
3.7 Hand Protection

3.7.1 To be issued free of charge at a frequency of 1 (one) issue per month. Nitral gloves one pair per six weeks.

3.8 Reflective Gear (e.g. Reflective bibs)
3.8.1 All employees and visitors going underground are required to wear approved reflective material. Employees not making use of standard reflective overalls or reflective tape on hard hats must wear reflective bibs over their clothing before entering any area where any vehicle or rolling stock may be used, eg. haulages.
3.8.2 All persons on surface including contractors, surveyors, security personnel and emergency services, working on roads, rail networks and at accident scenes, day and night, must wear approved reflective clothing in a manner to render themselves and their co-workers clearly visible to oncoming traffic.
3.8.3 Issue frequency 2 (two) per annum. Mat. 766175163.

3.9 Foot Protection

3.9.1 Issue frequency of leather boots: one (1) pair per annum. Gumboots: two (2) pairs per annum.
3.9.2 All underground workers must wear gumboots. TMM operators may use leather boots due to heat whilst operating machine.
3.9.3 Either gumboots or leather boots will be supplied where these specialized items are prescribed, not both.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

4.1
HEARING PROTECTION

4.1
Custom-Made Hearing Protection Device (Noise Clipper)
4.1.1 PURPOSE

To allow all employees (including contractors) working in noisy areas the option of being fitted with their own custom-made hearing protection devices to prevent noise induced hearing loss.

4.1.2 PROCEDURE

4.1.2.1 The Human Resources Department will instruct all new employees to go to the Noise Clipper testing centre at the Occupational Health Centre (OHC).

4.1.2.2 During the annual medical examination at the OHC employees will be instructed to go to the Noise Clipper testing centre as part of their annual medical examination procedure.

4.1.2.3 On arrival, their ears will be inspected to ensure that there are no abnormalities. Any abnormalities will be 

dealt with immediately.

4.1.2.4 A briefing session will be held with the employees, whereby the noise clipper personnel will inform them of the choice they have regarding hearing protection devices

4.1.2.5 If opting for noise clipper the relevant information of the new employee will be recorded and an impression of the employee’s ear canals will be taken by noise clipper personnel.
4.1.2.6 The effectiveness of the noise clipper units of the employees who have already been issued will be verified in accordance with the manufacture’s specifications. If still effective the noise clipper units will be handed in at the noise clipper testing centre for service and maintenance.

4.1.2.7 In case of any deviations in the physical condition of the employees’ ear canals a new impression of the employee’s ear canals will be taken by noise clipper personnel.

4.1.2.8 All impressions will be forwarded to the manufacturing site where the custom-made hearing protection devices are manufactured.

4.1.2.9 These devices will be returned to the noise clipper testing centre within three weeks. These units will be issued to employees at the respective shafts by noise clipper personnel.

4.1.3 CONTROL OF ISSUES
4.1.3.1 If the noise clipper is lost /abused the employee will have the ultimate choice to replace it or use non custom-made hearing protection devices. If the loss / abuse happens within two years of issue the employee will be liable for the cost of impression and fitment should the employee choose to replace the noise clipper. The form in Annexure B must be used for this purpose.
4.1.4 PROCESS TO BE FOLLOWED IF LOST, OR ABUSED

4.1.3.1

The employee must immediately start using non custom-made hearing protection devices and report to the H.R. Officer as soon as the loss is discovered.

4.1.3.2 In exceptional cases a full enquiry must be held to establish the circumstances surrounding the loss of the noise clipper

4.1.3.3 The presiding officer must inform the employee of the choice the employee has regarding hearing protection devices

4.1.4 COMPLIANCE

4.1.4.1
Shift bosses to monitor compliance on a daily basis and take appropriate action.

4.1.4.2
Safety audit team to conduct routine compliance inspections on the wearing of hearing protection devices as part of routine inspections and report to line management.

4.1.4.3 Miner to report compliance on wearing of hearing protection devices in the daily hazard identification book.

4.1.4.4 The ventilation department will do compliance testing during routine Ventilation/Occupational Hygiene inspections and report to line management. 

4.1.4.5 Disciplinary action may be taken against any person found not wearing his/her personal hearing protection devices in a noisy area.

4.1.4.6 Any problems experienced with hearing protection devices must be reported to the noise clipper testing centre at the OHC.

4.2 Non-Custom-Made Hearing Protection Device (Ear Plugs)
4.2.4 PURPOSE

To allow all employees (including contractors) working in noisy areas the option of being fitted with an approved non custom-made hearing protection devices (X-fit) to prevent noise induced hearing loss.
4.2.5 PROCEDURE
4.2.5.3 The Human Resources Department will instruct all new employees to go to the Noise Clipper testing centre at the OHC.
4.2.5.4 During the annual medical examination at the OHC employees will be instructed to go to the Noise Clipper testing centre as part of their annual medical examination procedure.
4.2.5.5 On arrival, their ears will be inspected to ensure that there are no abnormalities. Any abnormalities will be dealt with immediately.
4.2.5.6 A briefing session will be held with the employees, whereby the noise clipper personnel will inform them of the choice they have regarding hearing protection devices
4.2.5.7 If opting for non custom-made hearing protection the relevant information of the employee will be recorded and will be referred to the PPE store at his/her place of work.
4.2.5.8 PROCESS TO BE FOLLOWED IF LOST

The employee must immediately proceed to the PPE store and collect the non custom-made hearing protection devices.
4.2.6 COMPLIANCE
Same as for Noise Clipper procedure.
5 SPECIALISED ITEMS OF PPE

5.1 Rainwear / RDO suits (oilers) will be issued free of charge at a frequency of 2 (two) issues per annum. As far as possible itemized re-issuing should be the practice (pants do not last as long as jacket).
5.2 Freezer suit c/w reflective strips 10mm wide - one per arm and one on front and back, all horizontal. 210 Denier coated nylon with 100gsm 10cm diamond quilting, ribbed cuff, hood, zip and elastic waist back. Intended for shaft examination or repair work in shaft, or in accordance with the Environmental Regulations for workplaces that no worker may work in any environment where the time-weighted average dry-bulb temperature, recorded over a period of four hours, is less than 6 degree Celsius, unless the employer provides means to protect such a worker against cold. Manager must approve these and other freezer suit issues, as it cannot be strictly applied to job category only. Frequency of issue: one issue per three years. See attached matrix to determine the wind-chill equivalent temperatures.
5.3 If the air temperature is 6.0oC or less gloves should be used by exposed employees and total body protection such as overalls are required with the exception of a windbreak garment when the velocity exceeds 2.0m/s. (The garment should include provisions for easy ventilation in order to prevent wetting of inner layers by sweat.)
5.4 If the air temperature is –10.0oC or less mittens, balaclavas as well as eye protection should be used by exposed employees.
5.5 If the (Equivalent Chill Temperature) ECT as determined by the tables in Annexure A is -7.0oC or less additional insulating dry clothing such as freezer jackets [include specs here] must be issued to employees to maintain the core temperature above 36.0oC such as:

· Employees involved in repair or examination work in a shaft.

· Employees driving vehicles without any “cab”.

6 ADMINISTRATION OF PPE

6.1 All compulsory PPE, excluding boots, will be administered as follows:

· If an employee is not due to have an item replaced according to the code of practice, due to practical complications, it will be replaced for the mine’s account;

· a daily report from the PPE store issuer indicating the quantity and value of such replacements, will be forwarded and signed for by the Operations Accountant.

· All ex-leave and new employees will be issued with an employment or ex-leave slip by TEBA. This slip must be presented to the PPE issuer at the hospital for the issue of compulsory PPE. On request, non-compulsory items will be issued but will be for personal account.

6.2 All specialized PPE (occupations such as Boilermakers, RDO’s, etc) and boots will be administered as follows:

· If an employee is not yet due to have an item replaced, an approval form will be issued by the PPE store issuer to the employee who then will have to get approval from his Manager / Engineer / HOD, if they agree that the item was justifiably damaged;

· If the Manager / Engineer / HOD is of the opinion that the damage is not justifiable, the employee will have to pay for the replacement.

· If problems with the quality of certain items are experienced, it must be communicated to the Impala Standards Committee for action.

6.3 All bulk issues of compulsory PPE will be administered as follows:

· A list of industrial number must accompany the order form;

· A motivation as to why a bulk issue is needed, must be submitted with the order form;

· Approval from the Mine Manager must be obtained prior to such an issue being made.

6.4 No bulk issue of any specialized PPE will be allowed. These issues must be restricted to individuals. 

Employees / bodies responsible for the issuing of PPE to mine employees, will ensure integrity of this code of practice by maintaining a record of each employee at the shaft or work area. Such records must be reconciled against stock levels at regular intervals and audited by employees designated by managers, not less than quarterly. The above provisos are binding and as such, will be complied with.

ADDENDUM A
